Fly Swatter

Put target-language vocabulary words or pictures on a wall, project them on a screen, or write them on the board. Divide class into two teams.  One person from each team comes to the board/wall/screen to go head-to-head with the player from the opposite team.  Each player needs a fly swatter (an unused one is preferred).  
Teacher recites an English word or phrase and the players try to be the first to swat the word in the target language.  Best two out of three wins one point for their team.  Team with the most points wins.
Variations: 

1) Have several boards stationed around the room with different vocabulary on them.  Two players can play at each station, so more of the class is participating at once.  You can have them be on two teams, or make several pairs of teams that play against each other.

2) Instead of vocabulary words, write verb conjugations, short sentences, etc.

3) Instead of words, use pictures and say the word in the target language, cutting out English from this activity all together.

For another variation, use the PowerPoint template to create a new screen for each set of players.  Then, you can use some of the harder words more than once without them just knowing their position on the wall.
HOW TO USE THIS ACTIVITY AS ASSESSMENT

As each pair comes up to do the swatting, choose which words they will seek out.  Using this as a later formative assessment will give you a better idea what each student’s targeted words are.  See if both students knew the word by their reaction when you say the word in English.   If they just stay still, they don’t know it.  If they start looking frantically, they know it.  If they look hesitantly, they may recognize it when they see it, but aren’t able to produce it.
