Putting for Points (Hot Shot Vocabulary)

Vocabulary production gives students an opportunity to win candy/store points by putting a golf ball or shooting a basketball.

Make a vocabulary list with English on one side and the target language on the other OR make flash cards for the vocabulary.

Put students in teams of 5 or 6.  Teams will go in order and only one student will play at a time. The other students should be studying the vocabulary at their desk.  

As one student from one team comes up, give him/her five words (either at a random spot on the list or five random cards).  They must say the words in the target language, pronouncing them correctly.  Any that were given incorrectly will then be repeated by the entire class as review.

Any words that were said correctly moves the player closer to the putting cup or basket (I put lines down every foot for golf or every 3 feet for Nerf basketball).  If they get all five words correct, they play from the closest line, etc.  If they make the putt/shot, they get candy for their entire team.  If they miss the shot, they just sit back down.

Each team can win candy with each individual player they send up. 
Variations:

1) Have several sports represented around the room and have one team at each sport.  The student from the previous group that was tested at that station will hang back to test the next group.  This way, one person from each group will be the tester and one person from each group will be the one being tested.  After that round is done, each group rotates to the next station and the next person in the group is tested.  Each time a person successfully completes the sport, they score a point for their team.  The team with the most points wins.

HOW TO USE THIS ACTIVITY AS ASSESSMENT

Observe students as they are listing the vocabulary in the target language.  You can assess on pronunciation as well as vocabulary knowledge.
