Symbiosis

sym·bi·o·sis

1. Biology: A close, prolonged association between two or more different organisms of different species that may, but does not necessarily, benefit each member.

2. A relationship of mutual benefit or dependence.

Put students into teams of 4 or 5.  Use the included PowerPoint template to create your game.  Once each student is done translating, they should turn their white board face down.  When the time limit is up, check all groups for correctness.  If all team members are correct, that team wins a point. If all members are incorrect, that team loses a point.  If at least one person got it right, they saved their group and no points are lost or won.  Record points on the board or have one member of each group be in charge of keeping points.

Rules:

Each player on your team should have a white board.

You will be shown a sentence in English that you need to translate individually.

If all team members have the correct translation, your team scores a point.

If none of your team members have the correct translation, you lose a point.
As long as one person has it right, your group is safe.
You will have a time limit for each question.
HOW TO USE THIS ACTIVITY AS ASSESSMENT

When you create the PowerPoint, make sure that you keep all concepts together in sections.  That way, when each group shows their boards, you can quickly see which students have a handle on each concept.  This can be used as formative or as a part of summative assessment.
