Team Memory

Team members travel from spot to spot finding matches for cards in both languages.  They score a point/win candy for being first.  Team with most points at end win.

Divide the class into groups of 4 or 5.  You should have as many different sets of flashcards (with different vocabulary on them) as there are groups.  The flashcards should have English on one card and the target language on a different card.  Each set should have around 10 matches in them, but each set should have the same amount.  Have the students move their desks into tables and put one set of flashcards on each table (or you can just use the floor space around the room).  Put the flashcards face down.

When the teacher says “Go,” the students turn the cards over and begin matching the English cards with their target language counterparts.  Once complete, they raise their hand.  The winning team gets candy or scores a point.  Then, the teams rotate to the next set of cards. The team at the end with the most points wins.

Alternatives:

1) You can have questions in the target language on one card and the answers in the target language on the other.

HOW TO USE THIS ACTIVITY AS ASSESSMENT

Roam through the groups as they are working and note who shows ability of various levels.  This is a good way to see if there are specific concepts that weren’t given as much time in instruction as others.
