¡Dime! (Tell me!)

PowerPoint game in which players from several teams try to translate words and then spell them for bonus points.  The other teams can steal points if they hear a mistake.

Use the included PowerPoint template to create your game.  Divide the class into as many teams as you’d like.  If you use the “Eggspert” game console, you can have as many as 6 teams.  Players cannot go twice until everyone in their team has played.

Rules:

Each team will send up a player for each round.

The first player to buzz in and translate the word (pronounced) correctly scores a point for their team.

If you buzz in early, you lose your turn.
They will then have the choice to go for two bonus points by spelling the word in Spanish.

If they miss the spelling, another team may buzz in and steal their 2 bonus points AND the original 1 point by spelling it correctly.
If a student does not know the answer, they can run back to their team for help, but the team can only whisper to the student.

HOW TO USE THIS ACTIVITY AS ASSESSMENT

As they play the game, note who buzzes in to answer and if they are correct. Also note who consistently runs back to their team for help and follow up with them for remediation.
