Who wants to be a millionaire?

PowerPoint version that can be customizable to fit any curriculum.

Creating a Millionaire PowerPoint Presentation

1. After downloading the Millionaire Template from the web site or CD, save it under a different name.  

2. From slide 2, change the question by highlighting and retyping.

3. Repeat the same thing for the responses.  To replace the answer in the gray rectangular box, click and drag the gray box off the response. Replace the answer with your response.  When you are finished, move the gray box back over your answer.
4. Continue in this same manner with the rest of the slides.  Remember to save periodically.

To make all the links work correctly, you will have to place your correct answer in the same answer box that says “blue”.

Game play:

You can do it several different ways.  You could have teams and one person is randomly called on to answer the question and their teammates are the “ask the audience” and they can “phone a friend” by calling on an individual in their team.  This way, all students can play.  For each question, call on a different team.

Or, you could groups of students play together to answer the question.

Variation:

For the “Phone a Friend”, set up ahead of time with another teacher that teaches the same language in your building or in your district.  When a student needs to use that lifeline, actually call the other classroom and have one of their students help out.

HOW TO USE THIS ACTIVITY AS ASSESSMENT

Through observation, you can find concepts that are still giving the class problems.  Individual assessment can be problematic with this game.
